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FIFTEENTH ANNUAL REVIEW OF THE IMPLEMENTATION AND
OPERATION OF THE TBT AGREEMENT

Note by the Secretariat'

The Committee on Technical Barriers to Trade” (the Committee) will conduct its Fifteenth

Annual Review of the Implementation and Operation of the TBT Agreement under Article 15.3 at its
next meeting on 24-25 March 2010. This document contains information on developments in the
Committee relating to the implementation and operation of the TBT Agreement from 1 January
to 31 December 2009.
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I MEETINGS OF THE COMMITTEE

2. The Committee, pursuant to Article 13.1 of the TBT Agreement and to the Rules of
Procedure, elected Mr. Ami Levin (Israel) as its Chairperson for the year 2009-2010.

3. Three meetings were held in 2009 (18-19 March, 25-26 June and 5-6 November 2009).° At
these meetings, the Committee's attention was drawn to new or revised statements on implementation
and administration of the Agreement, submitted under Article 15.2. In 2009, one Member submitted a
new statement under Article 15.2, while four issued revisions to existing statements.*

4. Seventy-five specific trade concerns, forty seven of which were new concerns, were brought
to the attention of the Committee with regard to the potential adverse trade effects of the measures, or
possible inconsistency with the Agreement.’

5. During the review period, the Committee continued the exchange of experiences on issues
arising from the Fourth Triennial Review of the Operation and Implementation of the Agreement
under Article 15.4 (G/TBT/19), namely: good regulatory practice, conformity assessment procedures,
transparency, technical assistance and special and differential treatment.

6. On 16-17 March 2009, the TBT Committee held a Workshop on the Role of International
Standards in Economic Development.® The Workshop included the following sessions: the
economics of standardization, case studies on the use of international standards, efforts to build
capacity for standardization in developing countries, and the identification of key challenges.

7. At its meeting on 18-19 March 2009, the Committee adopted its report of the Fourteenth
Annual Review of the Implementation and Operation of the TBT Agreement under Article 15.3
(G/TBT/25). At the same meeting, the Committee carried out the Fourteenth Annual Review of the
Code of Good Practice for the Preparation, Adoption and Application of Standards. This work was
based on the following background documents: a list of standardizing bodies that have accepted the
Code in the period under review (G/TBT/CS/1/Add.15), a list of standardizing bodies that have
accepted the Code since 1 January 1995 (G/TBT/CS/2/Rev.16) and the Fourteenth Edition of the
WTO TBT Standards Code Directory prepared by the ISO/IEC Information Centre.

8. As mandated under Article 15.4 of the TBT Agreement, the Committee adopted its Fifth
Triennial Review Report (G/TBT/26) at the 5-6 November TBT Committee meeting.” The Report
sets out substantive work in the following five areas: good regulatory practice, conformity assessment
procedures, standards, transparency, technical assistance, and the operation of the Committee.

9. Also at its 5-6 November 2009 meeting, the Committee carried out the Eighth Annual
Transitional Review mandated in the Protocol of Accession of the People's Republic of China
(G/TBT/27).

" The reports of the previous four reviews are contained in documents G/TBT/5, G/TBT/9, G/TBT/13
and G/TBT/19. Document G/TBT/1/Rev.9 contains the ninth revision of the compilation of the TBT
Committee's Decisions and Recommendations.
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10. During the reporting period, representatives of Codex, IEC, ISO, ITC, UNECE and UNIDO
updated the Committee on activities relevant to the work of the TBT Committee, including on
technical assistance.

IL. TRANSPARENCY PROCEDURES®
(i) Notifications of technical regulations and conformity assessment procedures

11. In 2009, Members submitted 1,490 new notifications (including revisions) of technical
regulations and conformity assessment procedures along with 401 addendum/corrigenda to
notifications.” Since the entry into force of the Agreement on 1 January 1995, up to 31 December
2009, 11,564 notifications and 1,576 addendum/corrigenda to these notifications have been made by
110 Members.

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12. Among the 1,490 notifications received in 2009, the following objectives were mentioned by

Members:  protection of human health or safety; prevention of deceptive practices; quality
requirements; protection of the environment; adoption of new technology; protection of animal or
plant life or health; harmonization; consumer information and labelling; cost saving and increasing
productivity; trade facilitation; and national security requirements. A total of 702 notifications
referred to more than one objective and six notifications did not specify any objective (see table 1).

13. In 1995, the Committee recommended that the normal time-limit for presentation of

comments on notified technical regulations and conformity assessment procedures should be 60 days.
Moreover, it was recommended that any Member able to provide a time limit beyond 60 days, such as
90 days, was encouraged to do so.'”” In 2009, Members allowed an average of 58.1 days for
comments while 153 notifications either did not specify a comment period, stated it as non applicable,
or had a comment period which had lapsed. Figure 3 shows the average time allowed for comments

since 1995.

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(ii) Notifications under Article 10.7

14. In 2009, no new notifications were made under Article 10.7 regarding agreements on issues
related to technical regulations, standards or conformity assessment procedures. Since entry into
force of the TBT Agreement, Members have submitted 125 notifications under Article 10.7 along
with 6 corrigenda to these.

(iii)  Notifications under the Code of Good Practice

15. In 20009, five standardizing bodies from five Members notified their acceptance of the Code of
Good Practice (Viet Nam, Namibia, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Cyprus, and
Cameroon).”  Since the entry into force of the Agreement and up until December 2009, 162
standardizing bodies from 122 Members have adhered to the Code.'* Document G/TBT/CS/2/Rev.16
contains the list, by Member, of standardizing bodies that have accepted the Code
since 1 January 1995 up until January 2010. The ISO/IEC Information Centre has prepared the
Sixteenth Edition of the WTO TBT Standards Code Directory which lists all standardizing bodies that
have notified their acceptance of the Code together with the addresses of these standardizing bodies
and information related to the availability of their work programmes.

(iv) Means of access to additional information relevant to transparency
16. The following is a list of sources where relevant information can be found:
(a) Information on publications used to announce that work is proceeding on draft

technical regulations and conformity assessment procedures under Articles 2.9.1 and
5.6.1 of the Agreement, and publications in which the final texts are published under

(c) In addition to the usual means of distribution, TBT notifications are also circulated
through an automatic mailing list, once a week in the original language.'” All TBT
notifications can also be found on the TBT IMS.

(v) Specific Trade Concerns

17. Since its first meeting, Members have used the TBT Committee as a forum to discuss issues
related to specific measures (technical regulations, standards or conformity assessment procedures)
maintained by other Members. These are referred to as "specific trade concerns" and relate variously
either to proposed measures notified to the TBT Committee in accordance with the notification
requirements in the Agreement, or to measures currently in force. Committee meetings, or informal
discussions between Members held in the margins of such meetings, afford Members opportunity to
review trade concerns in a bilateral or multilateral setting and to seek further clarification. Members
regularly discuss follow-up in the Committee. In 2009, 75 specific trade concerns were raised (see
Annex C, below); Figure 4 illustrates the number of specific trade concerns discussed each year since
1995 (new and previously raised).'®

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II1. TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE AND SPECIAL AND DIFFERENTIAL TREATMENT"
(i) Regional Workshops

18. In 2009, the Secretariat organized two regional workshops: one in Mauritius, for English-
speaking African countries™, and the other in Viet Nam for Asian Economies®'.

19. The programmes of these workshops were designed to assist participating economies from the
different Regions to consolidate knowledge of the principles and disciplines of the TBT Agreement.
The workshops also introduced participants to work and discussions in the TBT Committee, with a
view to promoting a more effective participation of the various regions in the Committee's work. The
workshops also provided a forum for participants to share experiences with respect to technical
barriers to trade and implementation of the Agreement. Several observer organizations in the TBT
Committee, such as the Codex Alimentarius Commission, the International Electrotechnical
Commission (IEC), the International Organization for Standardization (ISO), and the United Nations
Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) participated the workshops.”> In addition, experts
from Members were invited to share experiences with respect to the implementation of the Agreement
and the work of the Committee.”” Co-operation was also received from regional partners: for
instance, the Southern African Development Community (SADC) Secretariat provided inputs to the
workshop for English-speaking African countries held in Mauritius.

(ii) National Workshops

20. In response to requests received from individual Members, a national workshop was held in
Jordan on the 24-25 February 2009. Training on the TBT Agreement was also provided in a joint
SPS/TBT workshop in Oman on the 24-25 March 2009. These workshops aimed at promoting a
better understanding of the rights and obligations under the TBT Agreement and at addressing issues
of specific interest to these Members.

(iii) E-training
21. Four e-training courses on the TBT Agreement were held in 2009.>* These online courses

were addressed to government officials from developing country Members and Observers and
covered all aspects of the TBT Agreement.”

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(iv) Trade Policy Courses

22. TBT training was also provided in the trade policy courses organized by the WTO Secretariat,
both Geneva-based and regional. Training sessions on the TBT Agreement were organized in the
regional trade policy courses held in Colombia for Latin America, Singapore for Asia, Swaziland for
English-speaking African countries and Benin for French-speaking African countries. Other technical
assistance activities include the Geneva-based Workshop on the Role of International Standards in
Economic Development (see paragraph 6, above).*

On 13 May 2003, the United States and Canada requested
consultations with the European Communities concerning
certain measures taken by the European Communities and its
member States affecting imports of agricultural and food
imports from the United States and Canada (WT/DS291/1,
WT/DS292/1).

Argentina (in respect of the United States' and Canada's
complaints), Australia, Brazil, Canada (in respect of the
United States' and Argentina's complaints), Chile, China,
Colombia, El Salvador, Honduras, Mexico, New Zealand,
Norway, Paraguay, Peru, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, Uruguay
and the United States (in respect of Canada's and Argentina's
complaints) reserved their third-party rights.

On 29 September 2006, the panel reports were circulated to
Members (WT/DS291/R, WT/DS292/R and WT/DS293/R).
At its meeting on 21 November 2006, the DSB adopted the
panel reports.

At the DSB meeting on 19 December 2006, the
European Communities  announced its intention to
implement the recommendations and rulings of the DSB in a
manner consistent with its WTO obligations. However, due
to the complexity and sensitivity of the issues involved, the
European Communities would need a reasonable period of
time for implementation. Pursuant to Article 21.3(b) of the
DSU, the European Communities was ready to discuss an
appropriate timeframe with Argentina, Canada and the
United States.

On 21 June 2007, the United States and the European
Communities, Canada and the European Communities, and
Argentina and the European Communities respectively
notified the DSB that they had agreed that the reasonable
period of time for the European Communities to implement
the recommendations and rulings of the DSB shall be twelve
months from the date of the adoption of the panel reports.
Accordingly, the reasonable period of time expired on 21
November 2007. On 21 November 2007, the parties
informed the DSB that they had agreed to modify the
reasonable period of time so as to expire on 11 January 2008.

On 11 January 2008, the European Communities and
Canada, with respect to dispute WT/DS292, informed the
DSB that they had agreed to modify the reasonable period of
time so as to expire on 11 February 2008.

3. Implementation status of adopted panel reports

On 11 January 2008, the European Communities and
Argentina, with respect to dispute WT/DS293, informed the
DSB that they had agreed to modify the reasonable period of
time so as to expire on 11 June 2008.

On 14 January 2008, the European Communities and the
United States informed the DSB that they had reached an
agreement on procedures under Articles 21 and 22 of the
DSU with respect to dispute WI/DS291. On 17 January
2008, the United States requested authorization from the
DSB to suspend concessions and other obligations with
respect to dispute WT/DS291. On 6 February 2008, the
European Communities objected to the United States' request
for authorization to suspend concessions and other
obligations and referred the matter to arbitration under
Article 22.6 of the DSU. At its meeting on 8 February 2008,
the DSB agreed that the matter had been referred to
arbitration under Article 22.6 of the DSU. On 15 February
2008, the European Communities and the United States
requested the Arbitrator to suspend its work pursuant to their
agreed procedures under Articles 21 and 22 of the DSU. In
accordance with the parties' joint request, the Arbitrator
suspended the arbitration proceedings from 18 February
2008 until the United States requests their resumption under
the circumstances agreed between the parties on 14 January
2008.
