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1. The Committee on Technical Barriers to Trade' (the Committee) will conduct its tenth annual
review under Article 15.3 of the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade (the Agreement) at its next
meeting on 22 March 2005. This document contains information on developments in the Committee
relating to the implementation and operation of the TBT Agreement from 1 January
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I MEETINGS OF THE COMMITTEE

2. The Committee, pursuant to Article 13.1 of the Agreement and to the Rules of Procedure,
elected Mr. Sudhakar Dalela (India) as its Chairperson for the year 2004-2005.

3. Three meetings were held in 2004 (23 March, 1 July and 4 November 2004).> At these
meetings, the Committee heard statements by ten Members informing the Committee of measures
taken to ensure the implementation and administration of the Agreement.” Twenty seven specific
trade concerns were brought to the attention of the Committee with regard to their potential adverse
trade effects, or inconsistency with the Agreement.

4, During the reported period, the Committee discussed the issues arising from the
Third Triennial Review of the Operation and Implementation of the Agreement under Article 15.4,
concluded in November 2003, namely, (i) good regulatory practice, (ii) conformity assessment
procedures, (iii) transparency, and (iv) technical assistance.” On good regulatory practice, several
Members shared their national experience with the Committee. On conformity assessment, Members
exchanged information and experience on existing conformity assessment procedures, including the
implementation of SDoC programmes in various Member countries. It was agreed to hold two
workshops: one on SDoC in March 2005, and one on different approaches to conformity assessment
in 2006. Discussions on transparency procedures focused on the preparation of the Fourth Special
Meeting on Procedures for Information Exchange (see below in paragraph 7). A Special Meeting
dedicated to conformity assessment procedures was held on 29 June 2004 which covered:’
(i) information exchange on Members' experiences with supplier's declaration of conformity (SDoC);
(i1) information on the operation of accreditation fora; and (iii) other issues related to conformity
assessment procedures.’ The Committee also discussed at its November meeting the preparation of
the Fourtl; Triennial Review on the basis of a procedural work programme developed by the
Chairman.

5. At its March meeting, the Committee carried out its Ninth Annual Review of the
Implementation and Operation of the Agreement under Article 15.3 as well as the Ninth Annual
Review of the Code of Good Practice for the Preparation, Adoption and Application of Standards
(Annex 3 of the Agreement).®

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6. At its November meeting, the Committee carried out the annual transitional review mandated
in the Protocol of Accession of the People's Republic of China.’
7. The Committee held its Fourth Special Meeting on Procedures for Information Exchange on

2-3 November, back-to-back with its regular meeting. Five key issues were addressed at that meeting:
(1) notification process; (ii) handling of comments on proposed technical regulations and conformity
assessment procedures; (iii) transparency obligations set out in the Code of Good Practice (Annex 3
of the Agreement); (iv) functioning of enquiry points established under Article 10; and
v) diss%nination of TBT-related information at the national level based on presentations by national
experts.

8. During the review period, the Committee heard statements from various observers on the
activities relevant to the work of the TBT Committee, including on technical assistance."’

I1. TRANSPARENCY PROCEDURES"

9. In 2004, Members submitted 638 notifications of technical regulations and conformity
assessment procedures. Since the entry into force of the Agreement on 1 January 1995, up to
31 December 2004, 6098 such notifications were made by 84 Members."

10. Amongst the 638 notifications received in 2004, the following objectives have been

mentioned by Members:'* protection of human health (in 340 notifications); prevention of deceptive
practices (in 154 notifications); protection of the environment (in 88 notifications); adoption of
new domestic law (in 65 notifications); consumer information and labelling (in 43 notifications);
quality requirements (in 28 notifications); harmonization (in 27 notifications); protection of animal
or plant life or health (in 24 notifications); national security requirements (in 15 notifications);
lowering or removal of trade barriers and trade facilitation (in 10 notifications); and cost saving and
increasing productivity (in 2 notifications). 155 notifications referred to more than one objective,
37 notifications referred to other objectives, and two did not specify any legitimate objective.

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11. In 1996, the TBT Committee recommended that the normal time-limit for presentation of
comments on notified technical regulations and conformity assessment procedures should be 60 days
and, if possible, more.” In 2004, Members allowed an average of 57.8 days for comments.
131 Notifications did not specify a comment period, stated it as non applicable or had a comment
period which had lapsed. Figure 4 shows the average time allowed for comments since 1995.

13. During the reported period, five standardizing bodies from five Members accepted the Code
of Good Practice (Annex 3 of the Agreement) and one standardizing body revised its notification of
acceptance.'” A list of standardizing bodies that adhered to the Code in 2004 is contained in
document G/TBT/CS/1/Add.9. Since the entry into force of the Agreement, 147 standardizing bodies
from 106 Members have adhered to the Code."® Document G/TBT/CS/2/Rev.11 contains the
complete list, by Member, of standardizing bodies that have accepted the Code since 1 January 1995.
The ISO/IEC Information Centre has prepared the Tenth Edition of the WTO TBT Standards Code
Directory which lists all standardizing bodies that have notified their acceptance of the Code together
with the addresses of these standardizing bodies and information related to the availability of their
work programmes.'’

14. In addition, the following information relevant to transparency is noted:

(a) Information on publications used to announce that work is proceeding on draft
technical regulations and conformity assessment procedures under Articles 2.9.1 and
5.6.1 of the Agreement, and publications in which the final texts are published under
Articles 2.11 and 5.8 is contained in document G/TBT/2 and addenda.

(b) The list of WTO TBT Enquiry Points under Articles 10.1 and 10.3 is contained in
document G/TBT/ENQ/26. The addresses of Enquiry Points are also available on the
TBT Website.”

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II1. TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE AND SPECIAL AND DIFFERENTIAL TREATMENT?
15. In 2004, the Secretariat organized six regional workshops in:
(a) Oman for Gulf countries;”

(b) Zambia for East African countries and other COMESA members;**

(c) Viet Nam for Asia and Pacific countries;”

(d) Panama for Latin American countries;®

(e) Senegal for Western African and other African countries;*’ and,

16. The programmes for all regional workshops were designed to raise awareness of the
TBT Agreement and to provide capital-based officials with updated information on the work and
discussions in the TBT Committee, while at the same time addressing individual regional needs,
including specific trade concerns. In view of the Special Meeting on Procedures for Information
Exchange (referred to in paragraph 7 above), the workshops focused on transparency, including on
notification procedures and the functioning of enquiry points. The workshops also provided
opportunities for experience sharing among participants, especially officers from the national enquiry
points, as well as for practical exercises. Co-operation was received from regional partners, such as
the Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa (COMESA), the Inter-American Development
Bank and the Institute for the Integration of Latin America and the Caribbean (IDB/INTAL) and the
Black Sea Economic Cooperation Permanent International Secretariat (BSEC). Codex, the
United Nations Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO), the International Organization for
Standardization (ISO), the International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) and the International
Organization for Legal Metrology (OILM) participated in the workshops.”

17. In response to requests received from individual Members, national workshops were
organized in Ukraine, Senegal, Sao Tomé and Principe, Turkey and Mauritius.”® These workshops
aimed at promoting a better understanding of the rights and obligations under the TBT Agreement and
to facilitate a more effective participation in the work of the TBT Committee. They addressed issues

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such as adequate coordination between regulators, the importance of prioritizing technical assistance
needs, the establishment of the enquiry points, transparency procedures and the use of international
standards.

18. The WTO Secretariat participated in a national workshop in Egypt organized by the
US Commercial Law Development program (CLDP) in co-operation with the Egyptian Organization
for Standardization and Quality Control (EOS). It also participated in a Global Developing Country
Seminar organized by the South African National Accreditation System (SANAS), back-to-back with
ILAC and IAF General Assemblies and a regional workshop for South Asian Association for
Regional Cooperation (SAARC) Countries organized by ISO and the Bureau of Indian Standards
(BIS), which took place in India. In these events, the role of the WTO Secretariat was to raise
awareness of the importance of the implementation and administration of the TBT Agreement, to
highlight and clarify the main principles and provisions of the Agreement, to provide guidelines and
clarification on the TBT notification procedures and to explain how the TBT Agreement could be
used as a tool for facilitating international trade.

19. Moreover, the trade policy courses organized by the WTO Secretariat both Geneva-based and
regional were also an opportunity to provide TBT-related technical assistance. TBT training was
provided in the regional trade policy courses held in Kenya for senior capital-based officials in Africa,
in Hong Kong for Asian countries, in Tunisia for African Countries, in Indonesia for Member
countries of the Organization of Islamic Conference (OIC) and in Morocco for French speaking
African countries. Other technical assistance activities included a Geneva-based Special Meeting on
Procedures for Information Exchange (referred to in paragraph 7 above)’' as well as advice to capital-
based officials on various issues related to the operation of the Agreement and the Committee.

On 2 February 2004, Chile informed the DSB that it
wished formally to withdraw the request for
consultations and bring this matter to a close as its
complaints had been adequately met as a result of
negotiations with Mexico (WT/DS232/3).
